
1. Call your child to you andexpect a
“Yes Mummy”or “Yes Daddy”.

2. The child must come to you
immediately.

3. Maintaineye contact.
4. Give instruction clearly in 1or 2sentences.
5. Expect a verbal response.
6. Child must action instruction and confirm to
you that it is done.

7. Encouragement -“Well Done” and a hug.
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
